 Tolerances: Minor rounding differences occur when comparing one format to another. Instead of 

logging every minor pixel difference in a serif on a font, a custom pixel tolerance can be set. 

DocBridge Delta can compare single documents or process thousands of pages in batch mode. The 

software provides output quality assurance for high-volume production jobs by verifying the content of 

complete document batch files.
